Topic: Engaging the Power of the Holy Spirit for the fulfillment of destiny  

Introduction

Who is the Holy Spirit? 

1. The Holy Spirit is the third of the Godhead. He is God the Sprit (1 John 5:7). 

2. He is our strength in prayer (Romans 8:26-27). 

3. He is the Spirit of holiness (Romans 1:4). 

4. He is our access to the deep things of God (1 Corinthians 2:10). 

Why do we need to be baptized in the Holy Ghost? 

Without baptism of the Holy Ghost, when the challenges of life arise, we will fall flat. 

The Holy Spirit is the accurate spirit. When you walk in the Spirit, you will be 

directed. 

1. He is our present helper (Psalm 46:1). 



2. He is our God-ordained teacher (John 14: 26). 

3. He is our God-ordained guide. 

How does one receive (baptism of) the Holy Ghost? 

1. Be born again (Acts 2:38). 

2. Thirst for the baptism in the Holy Spirit (John 7: 37-38). 

3. Open up your heart to God. 

4. Ask in faith because you can be baptized in the Holy Ghost all by yourself 

(Luke 11:13). 

5. Through the laying-on of hands (Acts 8:17).
